12u/10u Tournament Rules

(Revised 6-29-10)

1. The tournament will begin as Pool Play consisting of 4 teams in 2 pools for the 12u and 5 teams in 2 pools for the 10u. In pool play, each team will play all other teams in their pool. The first and second place team in each pool will advance to the Championship bracket.  In event of ties in pool play head-to-head competition is the first tie-breaker; if still tied coin toss decides.
2. Team and Individual Trophies will be awarded to the First and Second Place team in Championship bracket.  (Minimum 9 players, Maximum 15 players, 1 Manager and 2 Coaches per team). 
3. Your Entry Fee payable to South Lexington Youth Baseball is due before your first game. 

4. The following information should be submitted at registration 1 hour prior to the first game.   

· Birth Certificates

· Health insurance forms and documentation 

· Team roster

· Registration Fee

5. All information will be verified and returned except for the roster.  The roster is limited to fifteen (15) players.   No changes can be made after registration.  The starting line-up must be submitted to the scorekeeper no later than fifteen (15) minutes prior to scheduled start time.

6. Teams will field and bat nine (9) players; adults are allowed as base coaches.  Courtesy runners are allowed for pitchers / catchers only and must be a player who is currently not in the game. 
7.  In the Championship Tournament, the higher seeded team will always be the home team; if in the Tournament teams have the same seed then a coin toss will decide the home team. Home team should occupy the third base dugout.

8. Time permitting, infield practice begins approximately 20 minutes prior to the start of the game and each team will be allowed 8 minutes for infield.









9. The Regulation game will be six (6) innings or 1 1/2 hours.  Once the game has started it must be played to its completion unless the slaughter rule or time limit apply.  If rain stops a game, the game will resume from the point of the delay. The tournament chairman will re-schedule rained out games.

10. An inning is defined as starting immediately after the final out is made in the previous inning.  No inning shall begin after the 1 1/2-hour time limit unless the score is tied.

11. Slaughter rule:  12 runs after the (3rd) third inning (or 2 1/2 innings if the home team is ahead); or 10 runs after the (4th) fourth inning (or 3 1/2 if the home team is ahead); or 8 runs after the (5th) fifth inning (or 4 1/2 if the home team is ahead).

12. Pitchers are limited to 6 innings every two (2) successive games.  (For the purpose of this rule, if a pitcher delivers one (1) pitch in an inning, he shall be charged for one (1) inning pitched).  Following Pool play, the Tournament starts a new level of play thus all pitchers have the full compliment of 6 innings for the first games of the Championship Tournament after which the limitation described in the first sentence of Rule 12 becomes effective.

13. Any pitcher (starter or reliever) can be taken out of the game and return as a pitcher in the same game IF the pitcher is removed as a pitcher on the first trip to the mound in the inning.  If a pitcher is taken out on the second (2nd) trip to the mound in an inning, this pitcher CANNOT return to this game as a pitcher.

14. A starter may re-enter once as long as he takes his original place in the batting order.  A substitute player, once removed, is no longer eligible to re-enter.
15. No bat size larger than 2 1/4” in diameter (no big barrel bats) and 33 inches in length are allowed.

16. No metal cleats are allowed.

17. Leading off is not allowed.

18. There is no slide rule, however, players must make an effort to avoid intentional contact or he will be called out.

19. Two umpires and a scorekeeper will be supplied for each game. 

20. Team/Fan Behavior and Control:  The Manager is responsible for the behavior of himself, his coaches, his players and their fans.    The throwing of a bat or helmet due to a player losing his temper could result in the player being ejected from the game.  Verbal abuse to any umpire from the coaching staff, players or fans could result in that person(s) being removed from the park, game forfeit or elimination from the tournament (at the discretion of the tournament director and his/her staff).

21. The Lexington Fayette Urban County Government Parks and Recreation Code of Conduct will apply.   A copy is available in the Concession Stand.

22. No Alcoholic beverages allowed in the Park.

23. 2010 Babe Ruth/Cal Ripken rules will apply except for the deviation stated in the above rules. In any instance of rules interpretation, application or adjudication the Tournament Director is the final authority.
